Instrument (EDI)?

EDI developed in Canada by the Offord Centre
for Child Studies
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development measured in spring of kindergarten

A Data is aggregated to a group level (school,

neighborhood, city, etc) to provide a population
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A EDI is notreported at the child or class level and

IS not used as a diagnostic tool for individual
children

A Fills important information gap in US since early
development is not consistently measured across
schools, districts or communities
